We
have a class called TEAM at my school that
the students stay in for three years and he was
in my class. His mother used to be a teacher
and vice-principal in our district.

I liked him. Middle school years can be
difficult and he had a lot he was going through
at the time, but he was a nice and likeable boy.
He was obviously troubled.

When these things happen, you mourn for
the loss of the child and support the victim’s
family, but there was another life lost that day.
A sad troubled teen will never have the life he
could have had.
